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In Spanish, adjectives must agree in gender and number with the nouns they modify.

General Rules

» Adjectives that end in o drop the final 0 and add an a after a feminine noun.
Example: el nifio mexicano la nifia mexicana

» Adjectives that end in e or a consonant do not change after a feminine noun.
Example: el nifio infeligente la nifia infeligente
Exceptions: Adjectives of nationality that end in a consonant add an a in the feminine form.
Adjectives that end in an, 6n, in, or or add an a to make the feminine form.

Examples: el hombre inglés la mujer inglesa
Examples: el estudionte frabajodor  la estudiante trabajadora

» Plural adjectives follow the same rules as plural nouns.

If the adjective ends with a vowel, add s.
If the adjective ends with a consonant, add es.
If the adjective ends with z, change it to ¢ and add es.

» When referring to two or more nouns of different genders, always use the masculine form.
Example: la nifia mexicana + el nifio mexicano = los nifios mexicanos
